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TRANSFORMATIONAL LEARNING EXPERIENCES
1. BEST EXPERIENCE: Describe the best transformational learning experience you ever had, an experience that changed the way you see the world or who you are as a person. Describe how you saw the world or who you were as a person before and after the transformational learning experience. What did you do to support the transformation or change? What did others do to support the transformation or change? What do you think made it an exceptionally positive experience?
2. RECREATING THAT EXPERIENCE: What can you do to make this history class into a transformational learning experience? How can you recreate the circumstances or conditions that supported transformation or change in the past? What can you do individually to support the transformation or change? What can we do collectively to support the transformation or change? How can we make this history class into an exceptionally positive experience?
3. DEVELOPING CRITICAL THINKING SKILLS: What can you do to elevate your thinking to a higher level of understanding? When dealing with historical evidence, how can you individually analyze (i.e., break down complex material into its component parts), synthesize (i.e., put ideas together in a creative way), and evaluate (i.e., judge the value of primary and secondary sources and interpretations)? What can we do collectively to incorporate these higher order thinking skills into our study of history? 
4. MAKING A CONTRIBUTION TO THE COMMUNITY: Ask yourself these questions: What is the highest and best use of my talents and passions? What can I do that will have the most positive impact on society? How will the world be better because of my life and my contribution? How can I translate these insights into action now?
